TIMING: Spring and durum wheat may be treated
from the 2-leaf until the early flag leaf stage. Winter
wheat may be treated from the 2 to 4-leaf stage in
the fall or from the time growth commences to the
early flag leaf stage in the spring.

CORN (FIELD & SWEET)
BROMOXYNIL-MCPA 225-225 USED ALONE

SPRAY VOLUME & PRESSURE: Apply in 200-00
litres of water per hectare at a pressure of 275 kPa.
DO NOT APPLY BY AIR.

TIMING: Corn should be treated with a broadcast
post-emergence application at the recommended rate
FROM THE 4 to 6-LEAF STAGE. Damage to corn will
result if sprayed beyond the 6-leaf stage.

APPLICATION RATE: 1.25 L/ha
